‘The emigrant Richard Lee arrived in Virginia prior to
May 22, 1638 on which date he was signing official
documents. To Jamestown came Anne Constable as a
‘ward of the new governor, Sir Franicis Wyatt, 50 it was to
the governor's brick residence that Richard Lee came a-
courting. They were married in the first brick church in
Jamestown, on the site of the present picturesque ruins.

Their first home was on the north side of the York
River, from which they fled with their infant son to
escape the Indian Massacre of 1644 when 500 English
were slain. They built again on the safer south side of the
river. where they lived for nine years before establishing
their “Paradise Plantation” at Gloucester. Their final
home was on Dividing Creek (near Kilmarnock). Richard
Lee died in 1664 and was buried on the “Cobbs Hall
Plantation”.

Richard Lee was Clerk of the Quarter Court,
Attorney General of Virginia, High Sherifl of York
County. Burgess of York, Secretary of State, and
‘member of the Council. His son, Richard Lee I1, became
amember of the Council when he was not yet thirty, and

was appointed Naval Officer and Receiver of Customs of
the Potomac.

“The title, “The Lees of Virginia®", requires acknowl
edgment that there have been many worthy Lees in
Virginia who were not members of this particular family.
The Lees of Lee Hall, near Yorktown, are a notable
example. The surname Lee is derived from a common
feature of the English landscape. It has been borne by
‘many families in England, and consequently in Virginia,
who were in 110 way related to one another. Richard Lee
and his descendants, however, have been the pre-eminent
Lees of Virginia ever since his arrival at Jamestown.

Some have questioned why this booklet does not in-
clude KISKIACK, a small brick house on the Naval
Weapons Station at Yorktown, built in the late 1600’
by a Henry Lee. The National Register of Historic
Places Inventory states, “It has often been suggested
that Henry Lee was related 10 the ancestors of General
Robert E. Lee, but no genealogical evidence has been
uncovered which would support this.’”

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‘Thomas Lee, the builder of Stratford Hall, was born
1690, son of Richard Lee Il and Lactitia Corbin. His
brother, Henry Lee 1, was the progenitor of Robert E.
Lec’s branch of the family, of Leesylvania in Prince
William County.

In 1711, when Thomas was but twenty-one years old,
e was given power of attorney by Lady Fairfax as Resi-
dent Agent of the Northern Neck Proprictary, and ad-
ministered her affairs for five years untl the reurn
from England of his brother-in-law, Edmund Jenings,
who then took over the responsibility. Thomas Lee,
who had become familiar with the endre area, then
devoted his time to establishing his land grants. In 1718
he acquired 4,200 acres in Fauquier County, including
the site of Warrenton. The following year he secured
3,700 acres at the Falls of the Potomac, extending down
into present Arlingion County. At the mouth of Pimmit
Run, he built a tobacco warehouse. He eventually ac-
quired 16,000 acees in Loudoun County. The town of
Leesburg bears his name

‘Thomas Lee succeeded his father as Naval Officer for
the Potomac, served as Gentleman Justice of Westmore-
land, and was elected Burgess n 1720. In 1722 he married
Hannah Ludwell. They lived on the Machodoe Plania-
tion of Richard Lee Il near Hague in Westmoreland
County, and three years later started construction of
Stratford Hall, completed in 1729, February 4th of that
year, the Machodoc House was burned by felons whom
Thomas, as Justice of the Peace, had condemned. Queen
Caroline of England sent over several hundred pounds to
lessen the loss which arose from Lee’s performance of
public duty. This money helped complete Stratford so
that they were so0n able (o move into their new home.

‘Thomas Lee rose in public affairs, negotiated the Trea-
ty Of Lancaster in 1744 with the Iroquois Indians which
opened up the Ohio basin for settlement, and became
President of the Ohio Company organized in 1748 for
colonization. He later became President of the Council
and Acting Governor of the Colony until his death in
1750. Thomas Lee produced a fine crop of young rebels;
five of his six sons were leaders in the rebellion against
England.

Richard Henry Lee in 1766 drafted the Westmoreland
Resalves, pledging life and fortune to the cause of liberty.
In 1759 he introduced legislation which, if passed, would
have abolished the slave trade. He introduced the resolu-
tion for independence. He and his brother, Francis Light-
foot Lee were the only brothers (o sign the resulting
Declaration of Independence.

Richard Henry Lee was afterwards President of the
United States under the Articles of Confederation, in

1785, As Senator from Virginia, 1789-1792, he played a
leading part in securing the adoption of the Bill of Rights.
He established a handsome home, *“Chantily”", near
Stratford, but it burned some years after his death. A
grand-daughter gave the name to her home in Fairtax
County, which was destroyed during the Civil War, but
the name is perpetuated by the community of Chantily,
near the International Airport

Another brather, Thomas Ludwell Lee, took an active
part in the Virginia Convention, served on the Commi-
tee of Safety, and became a Judge of the General Court
of Virginia.

‘The two youngest brothers, William and Arthur Lee,
both served in important diplomaic posts for America,
which caused each 1o lose a personal fortune. The late
Charles C. Tansill, Professor of History of Georgetown
University, stated that we would have lost the Revolution
had it not been for Arthur Lee’s diplomatic achievements
in France. He obtained the first promise of French aid.

Stratford Hall therefore honors not only the beloved
Confederate General who happened to be born there, but
o his ilustrious kinsmen who helped build our Nation
and secure its liberty!

Stratford is owned and maintained by the Robert E.
Lec Memorial Association as a public shrine honoring
the birthplace of the Confederate General, hence many
people are surprised 10 learn that he is not descended
from Thomas Lee, although a relative. Robert E. Lec's
ancestral home was Leesylvania. Robert's father, Gener-
al Henry (" Light-Horse Harry") Lee of Leesylvania had
first married Matilda Lee, his second cousin, the grand-
daughter of Thomas Lee. The young couple lived at
Stratford, and following Matilda’s early death, Henry
married he friend, Anne Hill Carter. She came (o Strat-
ford as  bride to care for her two siepchildren, and there
she bore her own children, including Robert Edward Lee.

During the aucumn of 1810-11, “Light-Horse Harry
Lee brought to Alexandria is second wife and four chil-
dren, including Robert Edward, not yet four years old:
Henry Lee, the son by his first wife, had come into the
possession of Suratford as his inheritence from his
mother. His fathers second family could not remain
there indefinitely. In seeking another home, “Light-
Horse Harry” naturally turned to Alexandria. Four of
his brothers and one sister were already established in o
near that town. He left Alexandria in 1813, 10 seck 1o
recover his health in the milder climate of the West
Indies. He died on the way home in 1818

[image: image11.jpg]LEESYLVANIA STATE PARK

Leesylvania is not only one of the northernmost of
the beautiful State Parks of Virginia, but the most
historic. It is on the National Historic Sites Register.
Located about 25 miles south of Washington, this beau-
tiful forested 508 acre tract fronts on the Potomac, and
lies between Neabsco and Powells Creeks. At the point
of land where Neabsco Creek flows into the river is
Freestone Point, a majestic cliff upon which are rem-
nants of a Confederate Battery which was constructed
during the Civil War. It will be open to the public in the
autumn of 1986, welcomed by the people of the
Washington Metropolitan area, as the nearest major
State Park is 90 miles away in Westmoreland County.

Leesylvania is the ancestral plantation of the Robert
E. Lee branch of the famous Lee family of Virginia.
Until recently, its history remained relatively unknown
to the general public, as the Lee home burned in the late
1790s. Tt stood on the crest of a ridge overlooking the
Potomac. At the far end of the garden where daffodils
still bloom in the springtime, is the Lee cemetery where
a handsome bronze plaque marks the burial site of
Licutenant-Colonel Henry Lee IT (1729-1787) and his
wife, Lucy Grymes, citing his achievements and those of
their most famous sons.

It was not until after Henry Lee IT inherited Leesyl-
vania upon his father’s death in 1747 that a member of
the Lee family resided on the plantation which had
belonged to the family for four generations spanning
nearly ninety years. The original 2,000 acre tract was
acquired in 1638 by Gervais Dodson who purchased and
sombined four parcels which had been granted to others
in 1657 for **headrights.” Dodson shortly conveyed title
to Councilor Henry Corbin of Westmoreland County.
Corbin’s daughter, Laetitia, inherited the plantation in
1675, following her marriage to Richard Lee I, son of
Richard Lee, the emigrant. Young Richard, a graduate
of Oxford, was already a member of the Governor’s
‘Council at the time of their marriage. They continued to
reside in Westmoreland County at their Machodoc plan-
tation near The Hague. Lactitia Lee died in 1706. Her
wil left the distant plantation to their son, Henry Lee I,
who was then fifteen. When about thirty-two, he mar-
ried Mary Bland of Williamsburg and the James River
plantations. They also lived in Westmoreland County at

“‘Lee Hall," part of the Machodoc plantation, not to be
confused with “Lee Hall” in Warwick County, of an
unrelated Lee family.

Henry Lee 11 was but eighteen when he inherited the
Leesylvania plantation. He was then a student at
William and Mary College in Williamsburg. It i likely
that he built his home there shortly before his marriage
six years later, when on December Ist, 1753, he married
Lucy Grymes, a Williamsburg belle known as the
““Lowland (Tidewater) Beauty.” She had been unsuc-
cessfully courted by George Washington who remained
a friend of the young couple throughout their lives.

Henry Lee I served as presiding Justice of Prince
William, County Lieutenant (head of the County
militia), and member of the House of Burgesses. He
also represented Prince William County in the Virginia
Revolutionary Conventions. He died in 1787 followed
five years later by his wife.

Among their eight children born at Leesylvania were
Henry TII (“Light-Horse Harry,” 1756-1818), cavalry
colonel in the Revolution, Governor of Virginia 1791-

1794, and the father of Robert E. Lee; Charles Lee
(1758-1815), George Washington’s personal attorney
and Attorney General of the United States 1795-1801;
Richard Bland Lee (1761-1827), the first Congressman
representing Northern Virginia 1789-1795, and the per-
son most responsible for choosing the site of the Federal
City; Edmund Jennings Lee (1772-1843), Mayor of
Alexandria 1814-1818, eminent lawyer and churchman
His legal efforts saved from confiscation the “Glebe
Lands” of Fairfax Parish (within present Arlington
County).

Leesylvania was inherited by Charles Lee whose son
Alfred sold it n 1825 to Henry Fairfax. The original Lee
home having burned, the Fairfax family resided in a
house halfway down the slope toward the river, which
had been built in 1803 to accommodate a resident
manager. It was destroyed by fire in 1910, but its foun-
dations and chimney are still visible.

The last owner of Leesylvania was Daniel K. Ludwig,
the billionaire philanthropist who gave the estate to
Virginia. T quote from a letter which I received from
him:

1 have always admired the contributions of the
Lees to the heritage of Virginia and 10 our
nation. It is good to know that an area so
significantly involved with the history of this
illustrious family will be preserved always as
one of the Commonwealth’s great parks





[image: image12.jpg]SULLY, the country home of Richard Bland Lee, was
ercted by him in 1794, He was Northern Virginia's first
Congressman, and the person most instrumental in
locating the nation’s capitol on the banks of the
Potomac. Because of his national importance, coupled
with the excellent state of preservation of the house and
its dependencies, it was placed on the NATIONAL
REGISTER OF HISTORIC PLACES December 18,
1970. The SULLY PLANTATION dates back to 1725, as
part of the 3,111 acre grant acquired that year by his
grandfather, Henry Lee of Westmoreland County. For
two generations, the Lees maintained thercon a
“quarter”, consisting of a small force of slave laborers
who carried on primitive agricultural activities. In 1787,
half of this acreage was bequeathed to Richard Bland
Lee, who was the first of the family to reside thereon.

Bornin 1761 at LEESYLVANIA, his father’s planta-
tion on the Potomac in Prince William County, he was a
younger brother of “Light Horse Harry” Lee. He
attendéd the College of William and Mary where he was
a founding member of the Phi Beta Kappa Society. He
was elected to the Virginia Assembly when but twenty-
three. When twenty-eight, his constituents, including
George Washington, elected him to the First Congress

‘While attending Congress in Philadelphia, Lee met,
and in 1794 married, Elizabeth Collins, the vivacious
daughter of a prominent importer and merchant. Eliza-
beth's closest friend, the young widow Dolley Payne
Todd (at whose first wedding Elizabeth was bridesmaid)
was s00n wed (0 Lee's friend, James Madison. The two
couples maintained a ife-time intimacy.

Lee brought his bride to SULLY where they settled in
a comfortable log house until the new home was com-
pleted. Three years later, a young Philadelphia cousin,
Thomas Lee Shippen wrote:

““Light Horse Harry” Lee and his second wife, Anne
Hill Carter (mother of Robert E. Lee) were frequent
visitors at SULLY. Their first-born child died there in
179, and was buried in the garden beside Elizabeth
Lee’s first baby who had died only seven weeks carlier.
Tragedy struck again when little Maty Collins Lee, not
yet four years old, died February 22, 1805. Their graves
were marked by a bronze plaque by the Society of the
Lees of Virginia on May 12, 1973,

A happier occasion was the marriage at SULLY in
1802, of Lucy Grymes Lee, the daughier of “Light Horse
Harty" Lee by his first wife, t0 Bernard Carter, the
brother of his second wife.

Richard Bland Lee sold SULLY in 1811 to his cousin,
Francis Lightfoot Lee, name-sake nephew of the Signer
of the Declaration of Independence. Among his children
borit there were Major John Fitzgerald Le, the first
Judge Advocate of the Army, and Rear-Admiral Samuel
Phillips Lee of the Navy.

Sully is now owned and operated as a museum house,
open to the public, by the Fairfax County Park
Authority. Itis located at Chantill, just off U.S. 50, on
State 28, the southern access road to Dulles International
Airport.
